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We decompose the overall value added of the CEE countries to parts that absorbed at home and abroad. We analyze changes in the foreign in domestic components to evaluate the direct effects of exports on economic growth. We inquire into the role of global value chains by analyzing the upstreamness measures together with measures of vertical specialization. Moreover, we look at the role of intermediate exports in growth processes. We also provide sectoral and geographical decompositions of value added growth..
