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Worldwide globalization demands business cooperation among production enterprises, distributors and financial sector. This kind of cooperation is not sufficient as it requires activities toward innovations. As the new innovative products and technology solutions require the significant capital expenditures generating high risk level, the importance of effective use of various external and internal funding sources is emphasized. The solution of the optimal funds redistribution problem can be done by means of conceptual and mathematical modelling. Taking into account the different financing sources for innovative technologies with respect to European markets we propose a methodology of the optimal financing mechanism for the selected corporate structure implementing innovations under market uncertainty. The case study proves effectiveness of the proposed methodology.
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
