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In the paper we analyze the current crisis in Eastern and Central European currencies. We try to find out the mechanism responsible for volatility transmission between the countries. We use appropriate econometric methods (Lee&Mykland tests) to detect jumps in the currency curses. Then we try to find out the sources of crisis and in which direction it moves. The aim is to detect which currencies are the sources of contagion for another currencies.
